North County CYC Training League Rules

Boys Baseball 2006

Cost:
$200 per team, with post season tournament – No Charge  (Minimum 2 games)

Rosters:

All teams will turn in Official CYC Rosters.  All additional players after the kickoff meeting will be added with the official CYC supplemental roster.   No additions will be allowed after June 1st , and all roster will be used in the post season tournament.

Safety:
a. NO Jewelry shall be worn by any player.  The only exception is medical alert braclets or necklaces taped to the  body.

b. Full  helmetsare to be worn by all batters and base runners.  It is also recommended that players in the pitching position also wear a helmet while playing in the field.  Any player intentionally removing their helmet will be given a warning.  The second offense will rresult in an out.

c. Catchers must wear all equipment for that position

d. Bats must be in good condition, no cracks or chips.  All bats must have appropriate rubber grips on aluminum bats or taped grips on wooden bats.

e. A team will be given two warnings for throwing a bat.  Each additional thrown bat will result in an out and a dead ball.

Player Limits


All games must start with a minmum of 7 players

a. Ten players shall constitute a full team: 1 pitcher, 1 catcher, 4 infielders, and 4 outfielders.  

b. If any team is unable to field 7 players within a 15 minute grace period from the scheduled start time, that team will forfeit the game.

c. Teams must bat their entire roster in order.

d. Run limit is 6 per inning even if games results in a tie

e. There is no 20/15/10 run rule after 3/4/5 innings.  Let the kids play until time limit is maxed.
Time Limits:

Kindergarten
No new inning will start after 1 hour and 30 minutes.

1-2 Grade
No new inning will start after 1 hour and 45 minutes.
Field Dimensions /Type of Ball:

a. Home team shall provide a new game ball and is to set up the bases prior to the scheduled time.  Home team is listed first on all schedules.

b. Field dimensions, ball type and pitching distances per league are as follows:

Pitching:

ALL LEAGUES ARE COACH PITCHED.  

Baseball
Kind Boys
 The coach may move up to 15 foot in front of the pitching rubber and he may pitch     underhanded or over handed.

1st Grade Boys
 The coach may move up to 15 foot in front of the pitching rubber and he may pitch


 underhanded or overhanded.

2nd Grade Boys
 The coach must pitch overhanded from the pitching rubber.
Batting:

a. Each batter shall receive the maximum amount of pitches or swings as listed below.  If the ball has not been hit before the limit is reached the batter is out.  If the batter fouls the last swing or pitch they remain “alive” to receive additional pitches until the ball is hit fair or missed.

7 PITCHES OR 5 SWINGS

1st Grade


7 PITCHES OR 5 SWINGS

7 PITCHES OR 3 SWINGS

b. No walks or hits batsman will be awarded to any batter.

c. A batted ball that strikes a coach (pitching) is a dead ball.  Batter shall bat again at the same pitch count (the previously hit ball dose not count as pitch or swing).
Baserunning:
a. The baserunners can advance as follows:


Kindergarten/1st Grade  -  Allrunners must stop at the baase they are approaching when a ball is thrown or attempted to be thrown by any fielder.

2nd Grade  -  The ball must cross the baseline before play is suspended.

In either case, runners advance at their own risk.  Runners are in jeopardy and if they are taggted out while attempting to advance or retreat, they will be called out.  The UMPIRE will signal with a raised hand that the attempt has been made and runners may only advance to the base they are approaching.  Example:  if a batter/runner hits the ball and has acquired first base and taken one step toward second base when the umpire signals by raising his hand, the runner would be allowed to go to second base and if the runner is tagged out during this process, they would be called out.

b. An overthrown at any base will result in stoppage of play.  All runners may only advance to the base they are proceeding to.

c. A force out ending a defensive play will result in a stoppage of play.

d. If the umpire feels a COACH (pitcher) has intentionally interfered with a batted ball or with a play being made on a runner, the player shall be called out.  Balls thrown that hit a coach have no bearing and play will stop.

e. Runners may NOT take lead offs.  Runners must remain in contact with the base untill the ball has been hit.  A team will be given 2 warnings about not leading off , after that they will be called out.

Fielding: 

a. Kindergarten/1st Grade  -  A throw or attempted throw from the outfield will stop play.

b. 2nd Grade:    A throw must cross the baseline to stop play.

c. All 4 outfielders must start play at least 10 feet beyond the infield baselines.

d. All 4 infielders start play no more than 15 feet in front of the infield baselines.

e. The pitcher (player) must start directly to either side or behind the pitching rubber (within the pitching area)
Coaching:

Offense:

All Grades
3 coaches – pitcher, 1st,  3rd
Defense:

All coaches must stand in outfield, behind the outfielders
Kind/1st Grade
2 Coaches

2nd Grade
1 Coach
Unifroms:

All players must have uniform shirts alike in color with different numbers.  Players with a dupicate numbers will be allowed to modify their uniforms to the satisfaction of the umpire.

No game will be forfeited for uniforms or lack of same.
Reschedules:

Coaches are not allowed to reschedule any game.  All request must be made to the Field Coordinator where you play your games.  They will be allowed for official school and or church activity.  The request must be made at least 96 hours in advanced of scheduled game.

In the event of cancellation of any game due to weather or parish activities and based on field availabilty, the Field Coordinators will do their best to reschedule games around official school and church activities.  NOTE: The Field Coordinator should be given at least 48 hours between thr time of notification of reschedule and the actual date of the game.
Rules:

Any rule not addressed here will follow the OFFIICAL 2006 CYC BSEBALL RULEBOOK.

Post Season Tournament:

There will be a free post season tournament for all grades.  It will be two (2) loses and out with a trophey for the -fist and second place winner along with a Consolation winner.  All players will receive a participation medal.  The tournament will be held at the fields that you play your regular leaague games.
