The Blessed Teresa of Calcutta Athletic Association (BTC AA) is hosting boys & girls 3rd grade basketball training leagues at its school site gym on N. Elizabeth Ave.
Schedule

Schedules will be prepared and distributed as soon as administratively possible.  Games will be scheduled on Friday evenings and Saturday mornings / early afternoons.  We will make a reasonable effort to schedule around any parish activity conflicts.  If you are aware of specific conflicts please submit them to us as soon as possible.

In the event of inclement weather we will contact you as soon as administratively possible regarding game cancellations.  Please don’t tie up the phone lines by calling us.

Rules  
The first four weeks of the season will have the “forgiveness rule”.  During this period the referee will whistle play dead for all violations (double dribble, traveling, etc.); he/she will then explain the violation to the player and return the ball to the same player to inbound.  Fouls will be called.  Fouls in the act of shooting will result in free throws.  The hope is to see continued improvement and development during each week during this period.  The “forgiveness rule” will be shelved at the start of the fifth week.

The games will include two twenty minute halves with a running clock except for the last two minutes of the second half.  The clock will be stopped in the last two minutes of the second half.
Four one minute time outs are allowed per game.

The defensive team must set up behind the dashed blue line on their side of the half court to allow the offensive team to cross half court.
No pressing at any time. The offensive team must back off after a defender rebounds a live ball.

Free throws are to be taken from the short line no player can enter the lane until the ball hits the rim.

Back court rule applies.

Five seconds in the lane for the offense, at the discretion of the official.

Stalling is not allowed. 
Officials
BTC AA will provide referees, a timekeeper and a scorer for each game.  Please keep in mind the officials are in training as well.   If a manager or a coach would like to talk to an official please do so at half time or after the game.   Please keep these conversations pleasant and positive.  Yelling at any official will not be tolerated.

Standings
No standings will be maintained.  

Rosters

We are not requiring rosters be submitted.

Stacking teams will not be allowed.  In the event BTC AA determinates a team is stacked we will require the players to be rearranged to continue play. 
Floating players between 3rd grade teams is allowed.  However we ask that you keep it to a minimum.  We won’t allow a team to float players in order to gain a competitive advantage.

Mixed teams, including both boys and girls, are allowed.  However they must play in the boys’ league.

Conduct

All managers, coaches, spectators and players are expected to conduct themselves in a Christian manner and to practice good sportsmanship.   BTC AA reserves the right to eject an individual from a game or the entire league in the event we determine he/she conducted themselves inappropriately.  There will be no warnings.
